Background

Under the Project Support to Strengthening Democratic Governance in Kyrgyzstan, the OSCE Programme Office in Bishkek (POiB) actively co-operates with the Jogorku Kenesh and supports its efforts aimed at enhancing efficiency, transparency, accountability and public outreach of Jogorku Kenesh. For this purpose, the POiB plans to purchase the equipment to the national Parliament, which will provide technical solution to stream the sessions of Parliament in Internet and on television as well as record it for archive. 

Objective

The objective of the contract is   to purchase of the equipment which will ensure free public access to online resources and broadcasting of parliamentary sessions.

Namely, under the said contract supply and installation of the live TV broadcast system with equipment for video images storage and archiving is envisaged. The set of required equipment should include:
· Broadcast PTZ cameras;

· Remote camera control panel;

· Broadcast digital video mixer;

· Control monitors;

· Hardware and software set for recording;

· Cable materials.
Description of the existing network and facilities 

Currently, the Jogorku Kenesh of the Kyrgyz Republic is equipped with a similar system in the main hall, which allows both live broadcasting of meetings of the Parliament of the Kyrgyz Republic and recording video materials taking into account their long-term storage. The specified system is as versatile as possible - it allows to simultaneously broadcast the Internet, as well as through broadcasting on television channels of the Kyrgyz Republic. In addition, the system allows, if necessary, to quickly transmit videos for various media, if they cannot provide operators for independent filming.

Considering the experience of creating the existing multi-chamber broadcasting system, it is planned to equip small halls with similar equipment to perform tasks related to the shooting, recording and broadcasting of meetings of committees and factions of deputies of the Parliament of the Kyrgyz Republic. Although the set of equipment for the planned system is identical to the equipment already used in terms of components, the equipment itself, of course, was selected taking into account new tasks: the size of small rooms is much smaller than the size of the main conference room; the number of deputies participating in the committee meetings is less than the number of deputies in the meetings of the Parliament of the Kyrgyz Republic - this has already removed some restrictions on equipment of broadcasting quality, the “average” price range, which was impossible to use in a large conference room, but could be used in this project. When testing cameras from the "average" price category, there was an unsatisfactory quality of material. Thus, based on previous experience and because of the limited budget, the inability to select cameras and optics from the “high” price range, cameras were selected from the “average” price range, but with the ability to shoot in 4k format, which with more sensitive matrices, somewhat eliminates problem coverage in small committee rooms.

We emphasize that the requested equipment must be of broadcast quality and intended for television broadcasting. It is imperative to exclude offers with equipment designed for video surveillance. Although at first glance video surveillance equipment has similar characteristics, the purpose of its use is completely different.

The required equipment should record exactly the video image, since in the classical scheme of studio recording, all sound is recorded separately, on separate devices that are available. Required equipment will be integrated with sound system only. The technical characteristics of the requested equipment are designed in such a way that, in full compliance, the new video recorders are successfully integrated with existing sound devices. It is possible to organize site visit to the Parliament premises upon advance scheduled appointment.
